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What does it do?

It replaces consecutive page numbers in indexes with a separator.

Word creates indexes like this:

Keyword 2, 3, 4, 5, 10, 14, 15, 20

The AddIn change it like this:

Keyword 2–5, 10, 14–15, 20

With which Versions of Word does it work?

With all, I’ve tested it with Word 2000, 2002, 2007, 2010

How do I install it?

Copy the Add-In (or a shortcut to the Add-In) in the AutoStart-Folder of Word.

If you did not know where this Folder is, refer your Word options or click this button: 
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Close Word and start it again.

How do I start  it?

In Word 2000 to 2003, a new toolbar appears:
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The same button appears in Word 2007 to ... in the Add-In Tab of the ribbon.

BTW, if you like you can press Alt-F8 in any version of Word and call the Add-In directly by executing the macro “Sequence_Index”.

How do I remove it?

Just delete the Add-In and remove the toolbar “Sequence_Index” in Word.
How do I use it?

I can’t give any warranty for anything. Make a backup of your file before using this Add-In!

The interface is very small and self explanatory, I hope. Make your settings, click OK, and see what happens. 

Note: If you want to change an already used dash in an index, you must update the index before you run the Add-In.

The interface is not in my language. What can I do?

Open the Windows-Explorer and go to the Add-In. Right click the Add-In and choose Open to edit the Add-In. Copy the first table to the end of the document and translate the entries in the second column.

Set the LanguageID to your language. If you do not know your LanguageID, click this button:
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Save the Add-In, close Word, and open it again. The Add-In now shows your translations.

The Add-In reports an error. What should I do?

Contact me and be sure that you place the keyword “Word” somewhere in the subject; otherwise your email goes to SPAM.
